2.  Review of last minutes.

OLD BUSINESS

3.  Field Usage Agreement/Alexander Field Development – Lauren/Alex  not available to give update but Dave advised that Lauren had contacted Central Saanich and clarified with them our intentions towards the Alexander Field Development Project and our plan to withdraw the request to have a contract assigned to do the preliminary work on the project and have Dave Hill from our club do this preliminary work. CS apparently know Dave Hill and are comfortable with him working on the project.  Dave Hill has 2 engineering companies who will do the CAD drawings for us. Dave Erb has been speaking with local contractors who will assist us with the work for free or reduced cost. Dave Hill is to make up a presentation.

ACTION: DAVE

4.  Wain Road Field Development – If we moved lights from Alexander to Wain Rd we could use this field during the period that Alexander is not available.  Drainage and irrigation is the minimum that needs to be done and we’ll need to do this regardless of whether we get lights there or not. Once tennis courts are gone (12-18 months) we could fit a 2nd field in. Dave Hill is going to put together a plan for Wain Rd and all our fields as to what is required for maintenance.

5. Field Updates - John advises we have a verbal extension to use Rotary Park until March 31, 2005. Hoping to get a written agreement by Dec 21, 2004. Owners of field want to wait until end of the year to see if they’ll let us use it again for next year. We have indicated we would want  a minimum 5 year lease on these fields.

- Dave Erb mentioned that there may be $’s left from the Pacific Sports Complex near Camosun College which could by used for development of fields in surrounding communities.

- School district apologized about getting after us for playing on their fields on December 4th. Our agreement said Dec 5th but error made in School District office. 

-  Dave Erb advised that committee is being set up to look at development of a new field for the school being built close to Panorama Recreation Centre.  They’ll be asking our club to supply a rep. 

6.  Risk Management Forms – Shannon advised that 4 forms still had not been handed in by coaches. Shannon will follow-up with Al and Helen to contact these coaches.  

7.  Spring League – Al C mentioned that LISA is organizing Spring Soccer League. Plan is to have 2 games a week (no practices).  Format is Super 8.  We will need to supply refs, fields, T-shirts instead of uniforms, balls, bags, nets. We need to make declarations for teams by April 7th.  Players need to be registered for next year. Each club sets their costs. Agreed we will charge $50.  Al C. will do up a notice and send out to Helen and Alan N-R to send out to their coaches/players. Terri will post notice to the webpage.  John will do research to see what fields may be available. Agreed would have a registration day on January 22nd. Place and time TBA.

8.  Provincial B Prep Course – Announced that LISA is offering this Jan 7, 8 & 9th. Cost is $250.00

9.  Treasurer’s Report – James presented financial statements to date. No questions. 

10.  U17/U18 Girls Update – Helen mentioned this team had a team meeting and discussed options available to them. They decided they didn’t want to disband, or join a boys team. They have contacted members of the team who had not been coming out to practices/games and those players will try to provide more support. There is also an international student who will be joining the team to help boost their numbers.

11. Fundraising – John mentioned an opportunity may be available for us to work with the Rotary Club on a casino night. Rotary would run it buy we would supply volunteers.

12.  Referee Complaint – Terri asked about status of a complaint which she and others had made in regards to a parent who was harassing one of our referees at a U12 Girls game. Dave Erb passed along the complaint to LISA/other club and they will follow-up. It is up to each club to deal with their parents on these issues.
